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One dif cult issue remains from the Vietnam
War: the effects of massive use of Agent Orange/
dioxin by the US military. The “defoliant” or
chemical weapon seriously damaged the

health of three million Viethamese and also the
environment. There are continuing terrible birth
defects. The US government and corporations
have not acknowledged responsibility. The
International Association of Democratic Lawyers
convened the Paris court, which heard extensive
testimony and ruled for just compensation for
the Vietnamese victims.

The Association then held its international
conference in Hanoi for discussion on Agent
Orange and many other issues.
