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Whereas the coup d’état in Honduras June 28, 2009 reversed the rights of workers and the people of Honduras, and the constitutional rights of President Jose Manuel Zelaya Rosales to finish his term of office,

CCDS appeals to all national and international unions and union leaders and all the peoples of the earth, to resolutely support the three labor confederations of Honduras in their opposition to the coup d’état and to demand the immediate return of President Zelaya to finish his term of office, and to support all efforts to restore democracy and to end all military support for the illegitimate defacto government, and to close the School of the Americas who trained the coup leaders and to recall our ambassador to Washington until President Zelaya is returned to office.

CCDS urges all democratic forces to press Congress, the White House and the State Department in support of HR 630, a bill condemning the Honduran coup, introduced by Cong. James Delahunt (D-MA).
